They analyze, discuss and perform first movements from three quartets, one from each of the three traditional
groupings of early, middle and late quartets: the Op. 18, no. 1; Op. 59, no. 1 and Op. 130. Also included isthe
"Amenda" (first) version of the first movement of the Op. 18, no. 1. For each selection, there is a section of the book
devoted to a brief overview of the entire quartet, movement by movement. Thisisfollowed by athorough discussion
of the movement in question, by Lewis Lockwood.
